Reconciling ethnic divisions and increasing AIDS awareness  
 

Rwanda is still struggling with the legacy of the genocide of 1994, caused by 
conflict between the nation’s different ethnic groups. In the search for justice 
and peaceful coexistence, Espérance reconciles the ethnic divisions of Rwanda 
through education and social programmes such as ‘Football for Peace’ and 
‘Anti-AIDS’. 
 
The organisation uses football not only to reconcile differences within the 
population, but also to raise awareness of important issues that face young 
people and their communities. Football tournaments are often run in 

conjunction with AIDS awareness activities. Over 300 young people are trained on the football field 
each year and many more take part in other Espérance activities. Participants are not just educated; 
they are trained to be educators themselves.
